(g) of section 2 of the Real Estate (Regulation Bedelopment) Act, 2016 (16 of 2016), the Centrav&nment,
hereby makes the following rules, namely: —

CHAPTER |
PRELIMINARY

1. Short title and Commencement.—1) These rules may be called the Daman and Diu Retate (Regulation
and Development) (General) Rules, 2016.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of tipeiblication in the Official Gazette.
2. Definitions.— (1) In these rules, unless the context otherwigaires,-
(&) “Act” means the Real Estate (Regulation and Develomt) Act, 2016 (16 of 2016);

(b) *“association of allottees” means a collective of Hilottees of a real estate project, by whatewnen
called, registered under any law for the time bdimdorce, acting as a group to serve the causisof
members, and shall include the authorised repratiess of the allottees;

(c) *“authenticated copy” shall mean a self-attested/af@any document;
(d) “Form” means a Form appended to these rules;
(e) “appropriate government” means the Central Goverme

(H “section” means a section of the Act.
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(2) Words and expressions used but not definethase rules, but defined in the Act, shall havert@anings
respectively assigned to them in the Act.

CHAPTER I
REAL ESTATE PROJECT

Information and documents to be furnished by promoer for registration of real estate project— (1) A
promoter shall furnish the following informationdadocuments, along with those specified under @ectiof the
Act, for registration of the project with the Autlity, namely:-

(a) authenticated copy of the PAN card of the promoter;

(b) annual report including audited profit and losscactt, balance sheet, cash flow statement, direcéqrsrt
and the auditors report of the promoter for the adrately preceding three financial years; and wheraial
report is not available, the audited profit and Exscount, balance sheet, cash flow statementtenduditors
report of the promoter for the immediately precedimree financial years;

(c) the number of open parking areas and the numb&owéred parking areas available in the real estate
project;

(d) authenticated copy of the legal title deed reftagtithe title of the promoter to the land on which
development of project is proposed along with Igadlid documents for chain of title with autheration
of such title;

(e) details of encumbrances on the land on which deweémt of project is proposed including details oy a
rights, title, interest, dues, litigation and naofeparty in or over such land or non encumbrancéficate
through an advocate having experience of atleasy¢ars from the revenue authority not below thek raf
tehshildar, as the case may be;

(H where the promoter is not the owner of the landvbith development of project is proposed detailshef
consent of the owner of the land along with a copthe collaboration agreement, development agreaéme
joint development agreement or any other agreemsritie case may be, entered into between the pgomo
and such owner and copies of title and other doatsneeflecting the title of such owner on the laom
which project is proposed to be developed;

(g) name, photograph, contact details and address eofptbmoter if it is an individual and the name,
photograph, contact details and address of therrobaj partners, directors, as the case may bettrend
authorised person in case of other entities.

(2) An application to the Authority for registrati@f the real estate project shall be made in mgith Form ‘A’,
in triplicate, until the procedure is made web lafee filing of such application.

(3) The promoter shall pay a registration fee attiine of application for registration by way oflemand draft or
a bankers cheque drawn on any scheduled bankaughronline payment mode, as the case may be, $ama
calculated at the rate of,-

(8) in case of group housing project,- five rupeesguprare meter for projects where the area of langqsed
to be developed does not exceed one thousand sogdess; or rupees ten per square meter for psoject
where the area of land proposed to be developegkedscone thousand square meters, but shall nobbe m
than five lakhs rupees;

(b) in case of mixed development (residential and coroi@@ project,- ten rupees per square meter fojeots
where the area of land proposed to be developed doeexceed one thousand square meters; or fifteen
rupees per square meter for projects where theddriead proposed to be developed exceeds onedhdus
square meters, but shall not be more than sevés laipees;

(c) in case of commercial projects,- twenty rupeessp@iare meter for projects where the area of laodgsed
to be developed does not exceed one thousand smedegs; or twenty five rupees per square meter for
projects where the area of land proposed to belolesé exceeds one thousand square meters, butnsiall
be more than ten lakhs rupees;

(d) in case of plotted development projects,- five rgoper square meter, but shall not be more tharakits
rupees.

(4) The declaration to be submitted under clausef(sub-section (2) of section 4, shall be in FoBhHh which
shall include a declaration stating that the pranahall not discriminate against any allotteehat time of
allotment of any apartment, plot or building, as tase may be.

Additional disclosure by promoters of ongoing projets.— (1) Upon the notification for commencement of
sub-section (1) of section 3, the promoter of agaimg project which has not received completiortifieate
shall, within the time specified in the said subt&m, make an application to the Authority as jed in rule 3.

(2) The promoter shall in addition to disclosuresvided in rule 3 disclose the following informaticnamely:-

(a) the original sanctioned plan, layout plan and dmetions and the subsequent modifications caroet] if
any, including the existing sanctioned plan, layglah and specifications;

(b) the total amount of money collected from the aflest and the total amount of money used for devedopm
of the project including the total amount of balamsoney lying with the promoter;

(c) status of the project (extent of development cdroet till date and the extent of development pegyi
including the original time period disclosed to tiottee for completion of the project at the tiofesale
including the delay and the time period within white undertakes to complete the pending projedtiwh
shall be commensurate with the the extent of dgveént already completed, and this information shall
certified by an engineer, an architect and a chedtaccountant in practice.

(3) The promoter shall disclose the size of thertapant based on carpet area even if earlier soldrmynother
basis such as super area, super built up areaupudrea etc. which shall not affect the validifythe agreement
entered into between the promoter and the allbti¢leat extent.

(4) In case of plotted development, the promotell gtisclose the area of the plot being sold toalhattees as per
the layout plan.

(5) For projects that are ongoing and have notivedecompletion certificate, on the date of comneenent of
the Act, the promoter shall, within a period ofearmonths of the application for registration af groject with
the Authority, deposit in the separate bank accosenenty per cent. of the amounts already realizad the
allottees, which have not been utilized for congtan of the project or the land cost for the pobjas required
under sub-clause (D) of clause (I) of sub-sect®nof section 4, which shall be used for the puesospecified
therein.

Grant or rejection of registration of project.— (1) Upon the registration of a project as per sech read with
rule 3 and rule 4, as the case may be, the Aushshiall issue a registration certificate with aisé@tion number
in Form ‘C’ to the promoter.

(2) In case of rejection of the application as ation 5, the Authority shall inform the applicamform ‘D’

Provided that the Authority may grant an opportyrid the applicant to rectify the defects in theplagation
within such time period as may be specified by it.

Extension of registration of project— (1) The registration granted under the Act, mayektended by the
Authority, on an application made by the promotef~orm ‘E’, in triplicate, until the application @cedure is
made web based, within three months prior to thergxf the registration granted.

(2) The application for extension of registratidralk be accompanied with a demand draft or a bankkeque
drawn on any scheduled bank or through online paymde, as the case may be, for an amount eqoivale
half the registration fees as prescribed underraleh{3) of rule 3 along with an explanatory no#tisg out the
reasons for delay in the completion of the progead the need for extension of registration forghgect, along
with documents supporting such reasons:

Provided that where the promoter applies for extensf registration of the project due fr ce majeure he shall
not be liable to pay any fee.

(3) The extension of registration of the projecalsimot be beyond the period provided as per ldaatks for
completion of the project or phase thereof, axts® may be.

(4) In case of extension of registration, the Autttyoshall inform the promoter about such extensiofrorm ‘F’
and in case of rejection of the application foremsion of registration the Authority shall inforimet promoter
about such rejection in Form ‘D’:

Provided that the Authority may grant an opportyridg the promoter to rectify the defects in the leggpion
within such time period as may be specified by it.

Revocation of registration of the project— Upon the revocation of registration of a projecpas section 7, the
Authority shall inform the promoter about such reation in Form ‘D’.

Application for registration by the real estate agaet.— (1) Every real estate agent required to registgveas
sub-section (2) of section 9 shall make an appinain writing to the Authority in Form ‘G’, in tglicate, until
the application procedure is made web based, aldthgthe following documents, namely:-

(a) the brief details of his enterprise including i@me, registered address, type of enterprise (m@tmpship,
societies, partnership, company etc.);

(b) the particulars of registration (whether as a pedprship, partnership, company, society etc.)udig the
bye-laws, memorandum of association, articles sbeiation etc. as the case may be;

(c) name, address, contact details and photographeofethl estate agent, if it is an individual and tiagne,
address, contact details and photograph of thegrartdirectors etc. in case of other entities;

(d) the authenticated copy of the PAN card of the estdte agent;
(e) the authenticated copy of the address proof opthee of business.

(2) The real estate agent shall pay a registrdéerat the time of application for registration\usy of a demand
draft or a bankers cheque drawn on any schedulekl drathrough online payment, as the case maydoeg sum
of ten thousand rupees in case of the applicangtan individual or fifty thousand rupees in cabéhe applicant
other than an individual.

Grant of registration to the real estate agent— (1) On receipt of the application under rule 8, tehority
shall within a period of thirty days either graagistration to the real estate agent or rejecafiication, as the
case may be:

Provided that the Authority may grant an opporturtib the real estate agent to rectify the defentghie
application within such time period as may be djetby it.

(2) Upon the registration of a real estate agent, thwhéyity shall issue a registration certificate twia
registration number in Form ‘H’ to the real estagent.

(3) In case of rejection of the application, thethfarity shall inform the applicant in Form ‘I".
(4) The registration granted under this rule shallalid for a period of five years.

Renewal of registration of real estate agent- (1) The registration granted to a real estate agedér the Act,
may be renewed, on an application made by theestate agent in Form ‘Jin triplicate, until the application
procedure is made web based, which shall not lzthen three months prior to the expiry of the segtion

granted.

(2) The application for renewal of registration Isliee accompanied with a demand draft or a bankbesjue
drawn on any scheduled bank or through online paynas the case may be, for a sum of five thousapees in
case of the real estate agent being an individusventy five thousand rupees in case of the retdte agent
other than an individual.

(3) The real estate agent shall also submit alufhedated documents set out in clauses (a) to (sdilwfule (1) of
rule 8 at the time of application for renewal.

(4) In case of renewal of registration, the Authoshall inform the real estate agent about theesantorm ‘K’
and in case of rejection of the application forewal of registration the Authority, shall informethieal estate
agent in Form ‘I";

Provided that no application for renewal of registm shall be rejected, unless the applicant le@s lyiven an
opportunity of being heard in the matter:

Provided further that the Authority may grant arpoyunity to the real estate agent to rectify teéedts in the
application within such time period as may be djestby it.

(5) The renewal granted under this rule shall biel ar a period of five years.

Revocation of registration of real estate agent The Authority may, due to reasons specified undbrsection
(7) of section 9, revoke the registration grantethe real estate agent or renewal thereof, asabe may be, and
intimate the real estate agent of such revocatidrorm ‘I'.

Books of accounts, records and documents- The real estate agent shall maintain and presé¢svieooks of
account, records and documents in accordance hatlprtovisions of the Income Tax Act, 1961 (43 o61p as
amended from time to time, and the rules made timeler.

Other functions of a real estate agemt— The real estate agent shall provide assistanceable the allottee and
promoter to exercise their respective rights atiil fheir respective obligations at the time ofdking and sale of
any plot, apartment or building, as the case may be

CHAPTER V
INTEREST PAYABLE BY PROMOTER AND ALLOTTEE AND TIMEL INES FOR REFUND

Interest payable by promoter and allottee— The rate of interest payable by the promoter toaflatee or by
the allottee to the promoter, as the case mayhadi, Ise the State Bank of India highest MarginasQuf Lending
Rate plus two per cent.:

Provided that in case the State Bank of India MegCost of Lending Rate is not in use it wouldréplaced by
such benchmark lending rates which the State Bamkdia may fix from time to time for lending toalgeneral
public.

Timelines for refund.— Any refund of monies along with the applicable et and compensation, if any,
payable by the promoter in terms of the Act orriles and regulations made thereunder, shall balpayy the
promoter to the allottee within forty-five days finathe date on which such refund along with appleétterest
and compensation, as the case may be, becomes due.

CHAPTER VI
REAL ESTATE REGULATORY AUTHORITY

Selection of Chairperson and other Members of Authoty .— (1) As and when vacancies of Chairperson or
any other Member in the Authority exist or arise ace likely to arise, the appropriate Governmeay make a
reference to the Selection Committee in respetiimf/acancies to be filled.

(2) The Selection Committee may, for the purposeeadéction of the Chairperson or Member of the Atitl,
follow such procedure as deemed fit including thpaintment of a Search Committee consisting of qaersons
as the Selection Committee considers appropriaseiggest a panel of names for appointment as Glraop or
Member of the Authority.

(3) The Selection Committee shall select two pesséor each vacancy and recommend the same to the
appropriate Government.

(4) The Selection Committee shall make its recondatian to the appropriate Government within a pkd
sixty days from the date of reference made undeirsie (1).

(5) The appropriate government shall within thidgys from the date of receipt of the recommendatbiprthe
Selection Committee, appoint one of the two persensmmended by the Selection Committee for thawey
of the Chairperson or other Member, as the casebmay

Salary and allowances payable and other terms andonditions of service of Chairperson and other
Members of Authority.— (1) The salaries and allowances payable to therfdsagion and other Members of the

(2) The Chairperson and other Member shall beledtib thirty days of earned leave for every cortgaleyear of
service.

(3) The other allowances and conditions of servicehefChairperson and the Members shall be such asomay
determined by the appropriate Government from tiongme.

Administrative powers of the Chairperson of Authority.— (1) The Chairperson of the Authority shall exercise
the administrative powers in respect of-

(&) matters pertaining to staff strength, wages andrgatructures, emoluments, perquisites and peetonn
policies;

(b) matters pertaining to creation and abolition oftpps

(c) matters pertaining to appointments, promotionsamdirmation for all posts;
(d) acceptance of resignations by any Member, officemoployee of the Authority;
(e) officiating against sanctioned posts;

(H  authorisation of tours to be undertaken by any Membfficer or employee of the Authority within and
outside India;

(g) matters in relation to reimbursement of medicaineta

(h) matters in relation to grant or rejection of legves

(i)  permission for hiring of vehicles for official use;

()  nominations for attending seminars, conferencegraming courses in India or abroad;
(k)  permission for invitation of guests to carry owaiting course;

()  matters pertaining to staff welfare expenses;

(m) sanction or scrapping or write-off of capital assethich due to normal wear and tear have become
unserviceable or are considered beyond econongpalrs;

(n) matters relating to disciplinary action against 8gmber, officer or employee of the Authority.

(2) The Chairman of the Authority shall also exsecsuch other powers that may be required for tiaest
functioning of the Authority and enforcement of thmvisions of the Act and the rules and regulatiomade
thereunder.

Salary and allowances payable to and the other tersnand conditions of service of the officers and dhe
employees of Authority— (1) The conditions of service of the officers andpéoyees of the Authority in the
matter of pay, allowances, leave, joining timenjog time pay, age of superannuation and other itiond of
service, shall be regulated in accordance with sutds and regulations as are, from time to tinppliaable to
officers and employees of the appropriate Governraed drawing the corresponding scales of pay.

(2) The appropriate Government shall have poweelkax the provisions of any of these rules in respé any
class or category of officers or employees.
